Hathaway Scholarship Levels
and Eligibility Requirements

The Hathaway Scholarship has four levels:

Honors ($1,600 a semester) — Requires
minimum GPA of 3.5 or a GED of 575
and a minimum ACT of 25

Performance ($1,200 a semester) — Requires
minimum GPA of 3.0 or a GED of 540 and
a minimum ACT of 21

Opportunity ($800 a semester) — Requires
minimum GPA of 2.5 or a GED of 500
and a minimum ACT of 19

Provisional Opportunity ($800 a semester) —
Requires minimum GPA of 2.5, or a GED
of 500 and a minimum ACT of 17, or a
cumulative score of at least 12 points on
applied math, reading for information and
locating information on WORKKEYS tests

Eligibility Requirements
for All Levels of Scholarships

« Must be a resident of Wyoming or
eligible non-resident. Resident tuition
classification decisions are made by the
Laramie County Community College
Admissions Office.

+ Must meet success curriculum
requirements. Contact your local high
school counselor for these requirements.



« Must be a 2006 high school graduate or
beyond.

+ Must apply for award and enroll at
LCCC within 24 months of high school
graduation date. Home-schooled students
must apply prior to his/her 21st birthday.

+ Must be a U.S. citizen or permanent resident.

Applying for
Hathaway Scholarships at
Laramie County Community College

Applying to use your Hathaway Scholarship
at LCCC is easy! Follow this process and
timeline:

1. Apply for admission to LCCC in your
senior year of high school and supply
a current copy of your high school
transcript and ACT score.

2. At this time, the LCCC Scholarship and
Financial Aid Office will contact you with
your provisional scholarship award. Your
provisional award will include instructions
for completing the Hathaway Scholarship
Program Application.



3. Complete your Hathaway Scholarship file
by submitting your final official high school
transcript upon graduation and provide any
new ACT test scores you may have.

4. The LCCC Scholarship and Financial
Aid Office will inform you of your final
Hathaway Scholarship award upon
receipt of your Hathaway Scholarship
Program Application, final official high
school transcript and final ACT score. All
documentation must be received prior to
the first day of the semester in which you
wish to initiate the Hathaway Scholarship.

Maintaining
Hathaway Scholarship Eligibility

« The Hathaway Scholarship requires students
to maintain a 2.5 GPA in college-level
courses at the Honors and Performance
levels and a 2.25 GPA in college-level
courses for Provisional Opportunity and
Opportunity level scholarships.

Full-time students must complete at least
12 credit hours of non-remedial courses.

Part-time students must complete at least
six credit hours of non-remedial courses.

« Students must maintain continual
enrollment for no less than two semesters
per academic year.

+ The Hathaway Scholarship has a six-year
lifespan from when the scholarship was
first received.



Hathaway Scholarships
Student FAQ

Can | use a Hathaway Scholarship
at an out-of-state school?
No. The intent of the scholarship is, in
part, to encourage you to pursue your
educational goals in Wyoming.

What if I am going on a religious
mission or joining the military?
The Hathaway Scholarship can be
initiated no later than 24 months from
your high school graduation date.
Exceptions may be made for extended
military service or religious missions.

I received a Hathaway scholarship at
another institution. Now | want
to attend LCCC. How do I transfer
my scholarship?

Transferring students need to complete
the Hathaway Scholarship Program
Application. Students need to have
official copies of their high school
transcripts or GED and official
transcripts from each college attended
sent to LCCC. Continued eligibility
requirements must be met.
